How many men?

A About 12% of adult men have been
violent with an intimate female partner
INn past year

A Male Partners commit 28% of female

homicides,; Female partners commit
3% of male homicides

A Only 1 in 6 men who batter gets caught
I I.e.- arrested!

(Edleson, 1985; Straus & Gelles, 1987; Tolman & Bennett, 1990)

Typologies of Batterers

I Few, if any pathologies
I Least likely victim/witness as child
I Perpetrates Least Severe Violence/Abuse

A In other words T He is NORMAL!



Typologies of Batterers

I Violent within family, some limit general violence
I Psychiatric problems including misuse of substances
I More likely victim/witness as child
I Perpetrates More Severe Violence/Abuse

A In other words 1 likely to need additional
Mental Health/Substance Abuse Services to
Increase likelihood of change.

A History - Out of Victim requests
A Safety of Female Victims & Children

A Reduce & Prevent Domestic Violence &
Abuse

A Collaboration with Victim Service
Providers - CAWC

A In lllinois, Protocol for PAIPs
I Must conform to get court referrals
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Typical US BIP

A 1.5 to 3 hours for 10 to 52 weeks
I current US average: 24 weeks

A Semistructured group process

I manualized, profeminist, cognitieehavioral

I Most popular U.S. models: DULUTH, CBT,
EMERGE, DAP, RAVEN, AMEND

A Mixed competency & timeerved approach
A Co-facilitated (malefemale team)
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BIP Goals & Indicators

I JUSTICE

A Completes program
A Sanctioned for nogompliance

I REHABILITATION

A Improves attitude toward women
A Makes behavioral changes

I PUBLIC/VICTIM SAFETY

A Practices notwiolence (not rearrested; no reffense per victim report)
A Accepts responsibility for control and violence
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Does it Work?
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IS Intervention Effective?

A Most men cease violent behaviors while under cout
supervision (20% commit multiple serious reoffense

A Most reoffense early in programs/or waiting list
A Modest effectiveness in general
A 75% victims reported safety after 5 yeassiolf (2001)

A 2 - small positive effects4 - no significant effects
when using official records

A No significant effects when using victim reports
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IS Intervention Effective?

A 25 to 75% rebatter within 1 year of
completing
I Rearrest vs. Victim report
I 20%- Frequent & Severe
I Rate similar to Substance Abuse Treatment
A Earlier, more intense reduces recidivism
I Coordinated Community Response

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Conclusions

Outcome

A Batterer programs have a significant effect
that is not explained by other factors

A Program completion reduces probability of re
assault by 46% if man is court ordered

A Most participants eventually remain
nonviolent for extended period

A A small group of men account for most of the
re-assaults
