
 

Discussed gang prevention: 
· Hopes other students get the message 
· Will share this info with other youth 
· Believes changes should be made at the community level 

Listed what learned about disabilities: 
· People in wheelchairs are the same as people who can 

walk. 
· Vocabulary: “paraplegic,” “pressure sores,” etc. 
· Bladder & bowel functions with spinal cord injury 

Showed insight & appreciation for speakers: 
· Will now respect people who have disabilities 
· Believes the speakers are brave for sharing 

personal stories 
· Wishes the speakers good things in the future 

Discussed making good choices: 
· I will change my own behavior. 
· Don’t hang out with gang members; it’s dangerous. 
· Choose your friends wisely. 
· Don’t give in to peer pressure. 
· Don’t join a gang. 
· I will think about the choices I make. 

Retold the 
speaker’s 

story 

Appreciated the speaker’s story: 
· Liked the story 
· Thanked speaker for telling his/her story 
· Hearing the story helped me. 

Reasons not to join a gang: 
· You’re putting your family in 

danger. 
· You are increasing your chance of 

getting a disabling injury, being 
killed, and/or going to jail. 

· You have to do bad things. 
· You lose your independence. 
· People often join for protection, but 

your fellow gang members won’t 
protect you. 

Asked a question: 
· Why did you join a gang? 
· Can you still have children? 
· Is the equipment you use for bowel & bladder 

functions painful? 

Shared their own experiences: 
· I saw my friend get killed. 
· I was in a gang but I got out. 
· I’ve had people shoot at me, because I was hanging out with gangbangers.
